In section 2b of the application form, applicants should explain how receiving a bursary would
support them in studying on a Dance Studies course. You should be able to describe if you are
likely to apply for the course or continue study should you NOT receive the bursary, and why.
You may be required to disclose personal financial circumstances.

Selection process

The bursary selection process will be administered by the RAD and the application form will be
shared with representatives from the organisation.

It will not be possible to defer this bursary.
You must submit your application in English, however in making its decisions, the selection panel
will take into account that English may not be your first language (please ensure this is

communicated within your application).

Decisions are made at the discretion of the Learning and Participation Department at the
RAD. The RAD’s choice of bursary recipient/s is final.
